How It Works 
• On Saturday morning, just bring your stuff to the parish car park in the boot of 

your car & sell it from there 

• We will assist with pricing, if requested 

 
 

What will sell? 
• Anything saleable in good & clean condition such as: 

o Clothing, books, toys, household objects 
o Tools, art, pot plants & pots, plants 

 
 

What not to bring( 
• Electrical goods (of any kind): There is an unknown risk associated with 
faulty appliances & the possibility of liability claims. We cannot accept this 
risk 
 

• Mattresses: Mattresses (in any condition) have proved to be unsaleable 
 
 

How to set up your shop 
• Park the car with the boot facing the traffic area 

• Set out the goods in the boot, on rugs, or one of the limited numbers of 
tables from the parish centre 

 
 

The Car Boot Sale begins at 8am 
• Early buyers will be second hand dealers 

• You may be sold out by 8:05am, or earlier 

• Otherwise, there will be a steady stream of ”The People of Australia” during 
the morning
